According to Vatican II's Lumen Gentium, "For 
continual increase of the people of God and 

shepherding them, Christ, whom the Father has 
sanctified and sent into the world, through his 

apostles has made their successors, the bishops, 
sharers in his consecration and mission for the good 
of the church. They in turn have lawfully handed on 

to different individuals in the church in varying 
degrees a participation in this divine ministry. 

Therefore Priests, by virtue of the sacramental order 
in the image of Christ the eternal High priest, are 

consecrated to preach the gospel, to shepherd the
